Recommended Optional Procedures at Spay/ Neuter

Feline Leukemia & FIV Testing: Both of these diseases are caused by viruses that can infect a cat but not cause symptoms for months to years. They are incurable, fatal diseases. The surgery may create enough stress to “jump start” the symptoms.

Retained Baby Teeth Extraction: If baby teeth are not shed in a timely manner this will result in malocclusion (misaligned adult teeth) due to crowding; as well as, premature periodontal disease from inflammation and food trapped between teeth. This can lead to permanent bone loss around teeth. Extraction of all baby teeth at the time of spay/neuter is highly recommended, and it saves you and your pet from an additional surgery later in life. 

HomeAgain Microchip: A microscopic computer chip that is injected under your pet’s skin in his or her fatty tissue. Microchips remain under your pet’s skin for the duration of their life and are recognized by monitoring devices at animal hospitals and shelters across the world. Each pet has a unique serial number that identifies them in an international database, and a computerized reference systems stores all of your contact information, so, if your pet is lost, it’s as though they are wearing a collar that will never fall off.
Intravenous (IV) Fluids: Fluid therapy during the surgical procedure and recovery help your pet’s body flush out the anesthetic used. This hastens recovery from anesthesia effects, such as drowsiness. In addition, IV fluids help maintain a normal and constant blood pressure. Most importantly, however, having an open IV port during any anesthetic procedure is an added safety measure in case medications need to be administered quickly during an emergency.
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
